The son of David and Martha Carter,
Alfred Williams Carter was born on a
ranch near Calgary and enlisted on 23
December 1915 at Kingston, Ontario,
where he had been a student at Queen's
University.

In 1916 he joined the Royal Naval Air
Service and attended flight school at
Thomas Brothers' School of Aviation in
St. Augustine, Florida.

In 1917, after serving with 3 Wing, he
was posted to 3 Naval Squadron and
scored 5 victories flying the Sopwith
Pup.

In June 1917 he was reassigned to 10
Naval Squadron as a flight commander
and scored 4 more victories flying the
Sopwith Triplane.

By the end of the war, he scored another
8 victories flying the Sopwith Camel and
assumed command of his squadron.
Post-war he worked for the Air Board
until April 1922, and in 1923 he owned
and operated an automobile dealership,
A.W. Carter, Ltd., in Victoria, B.C.

Carter was an active member of the Air
Cadet League of Canada. (More to follow on

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From the Noise Committee

For those of us that were at the last General
Meeting, we heard a detailed report on
what has taken place and the strategies
that will be implemented to ensure that we
are in compliance with the Strathcona
County By-laws. The discussion was based
on a report provided by a third party con-
sulting firm and the strategies developed

as result of their report. As the report

spans many, many pages and goes into too
much detail to be published in this media,
he has provided the following extract. (this
extract has been modified from its original
form for publication. The full document

may be found on the ERCS website at
www.ercs.ab.ca. It may be located in the
Forums and be restricted to registered
members. If you require registration, fol-
low the Forum registration information on
the website to gain access.)

Committee Document

The Bremner Field Noise Committee was
created so that ERCS would put in place an
appropriate strategy to respond to any
future noise complaints filed with Strath-
cona County Bylaw Services. The controls
and documentation being proposed will
prove that ERCS is behaving as per our
Development Permit and is taking every
reasonable step to be a good neighbor.

The following strategies are in place and
are discussed at length in Appendix A. (not
in this article)

1. Contact a third party acoustics consult-
ant for input on the methods for document-
ing noise resulting from our activities on
the Bremner site. Future spot monitoring of
our activities by an independent third

party acoustics consultant would be part of
this strategy.

2. Baseline ambient noise monitoring was
conducted in 2009 with more to come in
2010 before flying commences.

3. Educate the ERCS membership about
the basics of noise and how it applies to the
Bremner Site (this information will be in
Appendix B due to the amount of informa-
tion).

4. Establish acceptable noise rules for our
aircraft and test them; a database of all
aircraft tested will be maintained.

5. The protocol for dealing with any noise
complaint either directly from a neighbor

or from Strathcona Bylaw Services will be
to direct that complaint to the ERCS Execu-
tive Board.

6. Provide a source of information or data-
base on techniques for use in reducing the
noise levels from our planes.

7. Individuals who knowingly ignore the
ERCS noise guidelines will be dealt with
according to existing club bylaws.

In order to help educate the ERCS mem-
bership and ease the tension around sound
regulations, the Noise Committee put to-
gether the following facts.

The flight line for the east -west runway is
roughly 1100 meters from TWP540. Itis
expected that the normal flight pattern will
be 1100 to 1200 meters away from
TWP540.

The over -fly area for the north -south run-
way could be as close to 800 meters from
TWP540. This potentially increases the
noise level at the road by 5 dBA. However,
during the testing by the consultant the
actual dB numbers were lower. It is felt
that the reason for this is that our planes
make more noise off to the side away from
the prop tip versus directly in front or be-
hind.

Two planes were tested on the ground by
the consultant; one was a LT40 and the
other was a % scale cub with a G23. The
LT40 made 85dBA of noise at 5 m and the
Cub was measured at 88 dB at 5 m. Sub-
jectively, most people would say the Cub
is a fairly noisy aircraft, but it still meets the
guideline.

In general, the threshold for human hear-
ing to detect a difference is 1 or 2dB. A
change of 3 dB is perceptible, and 5 dB is
considered strongly perceptible.

Common Noise Levels:

Air raid siren 130dBA

Loud shout 90dBA

Normal conversation at 1 meter 60dBA
Quiet office or living room  40dBA

Attenuation:
The most significant factor in noise attenua-
tion is distance; the formula for a point
source is:

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This is a relatively complicated formula but
the easy rule of thumb to remember is that
for a point source the dB drops by six
every doubling of distance. For example,
90 dB at 5m will be 84 dB at 10m, 78 dB at
20m and so on. You see that the sound
level drops off very quickly near the point
source and flattens out significantly at dis-
tance. This is why there are only 5 dB dif-
ference at the road between the north/
south and east/west runways even though
there is about 400 m difference in distance.

The atmosphere will also cause attenuation
in a noise signal. For our case add another
3 to 5 dB of adsorption into the air for 1200
meters depending on the exact tempera-
ture and humidity. Add to that the 47 dBA
of attenuation due to a distance of 1200
meters gives 50 dBA of attenuation from
our planes to TWP540.

Other Factors:

Trees do a very poor job of attenuating
sound.

Grass and other ground foliage do absorb
sound.

Wind can have a + -10dB effect on sound
readings.

Temperature effects can be similar to wind
effects.

Large bodies of water tend to reflect and
amplify noise.

Combination of Sounds:

Obviously we often have multiple planes in
the air at any given time, so considering
only a single plane at a time is misleading.
Fortunately there is a formula for combin-
ing multiple sounds together. Unfortu-
nately, it is a somewhat complex formula,
but for our case three planes of 90 dB add
together to give 95 dB and five planes
would add up to 97 dB.

Why 90 dB at 5 meters?

Remembering that three planes in the air
each producing a sound output of 90 dBA
will collectively produce an equivalent
point source sound of 95 dBA, with 50 dBA
of attenuation, this gives 45 dBA at
TWP540. This 45 dBA is what the consult-
ants measured as the ambient noise level
in the fall 2008 and what we said during
our Development Permit Appeal we would

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be within.

Sound is a much more complicated matter
than what we have described here, but this
document does serve as a good starting
point to understand the fundamentals.
Factors such as wind, humidity, tempera-
ture, temperature inversions and geogra-
phy can all play a role which is why noth-
ing replaces on -site monitoring for telling
the real story.

Anyone wanting more technical informa-
tion about noise need only to look up ERCB
Directive 38 on the internet. Failing that,
please ask one of the Noise Committee
Members, and we will provide you with a

copy.
