| place panel lines on my models to show the different separations between the different panels on the aircraft. | also use
them in areas where inspection access panels are removed for general maintenance. These will give the aircraft definition
well as character. A scale model covered and painted looks just like that, a model. This is fine if you are happy with tha
finish. Applying panel lines brings the aircraft to life so to speak and you have all seen the affect that panel lines give.

This is the method that | do panel lines on my aircraft and by no means is it the only method out there. Some modelers
have raised panel lines, but | will explain how | make my panel lines that are recessed into the surface.

Surface preparation is very important before doing your panel lines. | apply my panel lines over a fiberglassed surface whi
has been sanded, filled, sanded, filled etc. You want the surface finished ready for final paint.

Next is to draw the panel line locations onto the airframe using the 3 view drawings that you are going to replicate. This
does take time. Not every panel has to be done, whatever you are comfortable with. Some do very little and others do
more, it is up to you. When your panel lines are drawn in, take your panel line tape and cover all the lines that you have
drawn on your airframe. Cut them to fit and in some cases, you may have to bend the tape as you go. The tape | use has
sticky backing so it sticks very well. | purchase mine at a craft store where they sell drafting tape. The size of tha tape c

very but | fine the 1/64th chart tape works the best for me.

Ensure your tape is secured to the airframe then prime over all your tape. | usually go with four coats of primer. The more
primer you use the deeper the line and weight that you add. Apply in light coats. If too heavy, the primer may seep under
the tape and lift it up. When done let it set up over night. The picture below shows the panel lines painted and dried.
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When dry | wet sanded the fuselage with 400 paper to clean up the roughness and clean up the tops of the panel line tape
By sanding, this will also allow the panel lines to be removed without disturbing the paint left behind that forms the ridge.
Below you can see the panel lines left behind after sanding.

I have removed the panel line tape. It looks great! | will let it sit over night and hit it with somegetOfaper, just to aan
the lines up. You can still smell a bit of primer after the tape has been removed.

The paint on the edges of the lines may require a bit more drying time. If left over night it will properly harden.
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This last photo is with the panel lines wet sanded using 400 grit paper. The lines are very crisp and clean.

The panel lines have turned out well. The next step in the process it to begin applying the rivet detail.

As you can see, this process is not very difficult, just takes a bit of time and the results are great.
