Getting More Out of Your Flying Part 2.

Before you can start any lessons, you must be assured that your plane iy padpeded and trimmed. If you are
not sure then | highly recommend you attend the ERCS Ground School on April 22, as #tresad#tchniques
will be demonstrated to make sure your plane passes all the recommersldtiytest plane is not properly
trimmed, no amount of practice will help, other than causing difficulties antldtios.

Perhaps the most important thing to practice when you start out in Pattern Compestraight and level flight.
Even though most experienced sport fliers believe nothing is easier than stmditghted flight. When you begin to
carefully analyze your flying skills and fly in front of critical obgers,

you quickly find that you must be flying perfectly straight and level so that

you can be properly set up for each maneuver. This is the most important

item to learn in the beginning.

Let's begin with a test. The next time you are at the field, try to fly your

plane exactly on a line which is parallel to the pilots flight line. Keep the

plane between 50 to 100 yards in front of yourself. Small planes will need

to be flown closer than large planes. Keep the plane at a constant altitude

during each pass in front of the pilots station. Now, look at your wing tips. Does it éipgieane wing is lower than
the other? You want to know for sure. Just make a straight and level flight past yduewitings as level as you
can make them. After the plane has passed you, by 50 to 100 yards, smoothly pull up into acbid oh@ the
plane is vertical. Now hold it straight up without any rudder correction. Areitigswevel? No? Then you were not
level when you flew the level flight past you. If the wings are level apltre goes up, then you have learned how
your wing tips should look as the plane flies level in front of you. Practice thisyaatdan pass this exercise
repeatedly.

What Maneuver Should | Practice?

The next thing you need to learn, is the proper way to turn around and keep yourself oma ttackid he best
maneuver for practice is the 1/2 Reverse Cuban Eight. Done properly, this manduw@ngwou back on the same
line every time, and help eliminate the "hunting around"” to get on course. Flyopestly straight and level. When
you are about 50 to 100 yards past your center point, smoothly pull up until your plane is citrdbtigydegree
angle. Hold that line for 10 to 30 feet, then roll to inverted while maintaining that 45lidely. ldold the same line
as you had before the roll for the same distance, then pull so that the plasrmaawithly finish a 5/8ths inside loop
to straight and level flight in the opposite direction of your entry. Your altshdeld be the same, and your
direction will be exactly 180 deg opposite. Now practice this maneuver untilyorepeat it correctly every time
and in both directions.

This allows you to stay in the "Box" or maneuvering area all the time. TheRidadrse Cuban 8's will be performed
at a 60 deg. mark on either side of the pilot's station but we will save that for next month.

Now you know what to do, let's get busy and start having fun.
