Alberta Scale Masters 2007- June, 29, 239, &24"

There has been some confusion about what categories are being offered in thegiScaile Masters Qualifier. For
those of you who may be interested in coming out to fly in this event, the followiruyief autline (edited from the
BC Scale Classic Guide) of the categories with their requirementsfutiggkis will clarify what is being offered,
and the requirements for each category.

1. Fun

2. Ope

Scale:

Fun Scale Class open to anyone.

Entry level competition - any scale or semi-scale aircraft isoédidor competition includind\RF's.

The only requirement is that the aircraft must resemble an actual futhaizearrying airplane.

Static score - provide some form of documentation proving that the entry is an epamfud size man
carrying aircraft.

Documented evidence to show the subject aircraft exists (photo) as a fuwllseagtomatically score 5 points
for static without any judging of the subject aircraft. No documentation, the statie will be zero.
The contestant will be required to use the same flight sheet utilized atejbcies.

No “move up” requirement for fun scale.

Winners do not qualify for the Championships in this category.

n Scale:

This category is available for the builder/pilot at regional qualifiers, aimdénded for new and developing

competitors only Pilots must not have participated in Expert or Team Scale.

ARF’s and planes built by someone other than the pilot are allowed.

Static judging consists of 30 points and scored to a maximum of 10 points in each juelgiegtetOutline”,
“Colour and Markings” and “Craftsmanship”.

Flying is judged the same as Expert and Team Scale.

A 1st place finish in OPEN category requires that the contestant enter quast BxFun Scale categories at
future events.

The top 20% qualify to go to the Scale Masters Championship.

3. Expert Scale:

Participant must be the builder of the model ARC’s (almost ready to cover) allowed.
The top 30% qualify to go to the Scale Masters Championship.
Experts cannot enter in OPEN Scale at the same Regional Qualifier event.

4. Team Scale:

This category allows one of the Team members that excel in piloting or busklllsgto participate as a team
in a competitive environment and also learn from their Team partner.

Entries will consist of the builder of the model and a pilot of the builder's choice.

The builder must be presentat the contest to fulfill the definition of a team. In special cases, if the pilot i
unable to be present at the Championships due to hardship, the builder may, with pre-apprakiel @Drof
the Championships to designate another pilot to participate as the builder/pitohatom.

Each participant can compete in one Team only at the same event.

Participants in the Expert category, may also enter as either the buifdkxt @an one Team only at the same
event.

Team Scale will be judged same as Expert Scale for static and flightgudgi

The top 30% qualify to go to the Scale Masters Championship.

The Pup was a single-seat fighting scout and the forerunner to the more fammlsiGaas named Pup
because it looked like a baby 1Y Strutter. The Pup was nearly perfect in flgiitgeguDelightful to fly, very
small, simple and reliable with a generous wing area for a good ratenbfatid agility. It had excellent
performance at height. It was soon underpowered for combat on the Western FrmsttAlbairos Dllls, but
it could turn twice in the radius of a single turn by an Albatros. This airctattleshed the reputation of
Naval 8 RNAS in late 1916 when they racked up 20 kills. After removal from the front isedsas a Home
Defense unit fighter against Zeppelins.
