Scale Documentation

Documenting a scale model is something that we all have done but very few of us laavaedrthe information into

a document that provides the realism of the aircraft being modeled and showind thfets&ibuilder. This is really a
fun part of doing a scale model and provides the modeler with the opportunity to learaheaspossible about the
history, construction methods and performance of the aircraft being modeled.

A lot of potential scale competitors are intimidated by this requirement, anceaslt never come out to a competition
This really separates those folks who build their models for the local mall showthoseawho really go the full length
to prove their skills and what they have done accurately represents the¢ momafed.

So what are the requirements? Fan Scalethey are very minimal and consist only of a photo of the prototype. Thi:
does not even have to match the color of the model and the model does not have to go througiriatapcaxess.
What could be easier?

For Expert, Open andTeam Scalethe requirements are much more formal and if not done properly can result in a
lower score than you would have gained had you done a little bit extra to show off tHeantbgeur work properly.
Scale contests are usually won in the workshop before the flying even begms.flying is reasonable, you can
expect to do well overall if you have done your home work so to speak. Remember, it iDupd@sove to the
judges that what you have done exists as reproduced on your Moelédleal Documentation Package would contain;
- No more than 8 pages of 8 1/2 “X 11".

Cover Page and/or index page

3-view drawing or more showing the aircraft outline, color scheme and maokiagons (ideally, it is an

advantage to have a 4 and 5-view drawing showing both sides of the fuse and the bottomoo&tt)e3aor 5-

view drawings count as one page if more than one page is required. Separatgsiraamige used to show

outline and color/markings (counts as an additional page).

Photographs of the actual aircraft being modeled

Paint chips or other proof of color from a published source for each color used.

Signed Builder of the Modébeclaration statement (see rule book pg 41)

The best way to organize this is in a 3 ring binder so that judges can separate thesgations and work with them.
Judges have only a few minutes to view your material and score the model, so organinérmation so that it is
easy to work with.
