New Field Update

During the week of Nov. 13, Brian Bell president of ERCS, has signed a 5 year lease agreemenéafaitelNorth
America for a new model field for the Edmonton Radio Control Society. This isikménation of 7 months work on
the part of the Field Search Committee formed in March of this year. The ttemgonsisted of the following
members of the club, Len Boisvert, lan Middleton, Bob Wonitoy and Bruce Bender. Thettesratso received a
great deal of invaluable help from Al Robertson and his business partner in bstglaiselationship with Lafarge.

While the future is hard to predict, the 5 year term of this lease agreemaheasily go as long as 15 to 20 years.
The Lafarge representatives have indicated that they expect that thrati@ygeon this site could go this long at the
present rate of gravel mining. Provided our relationship with them is sairsfaittey see no reason that the club
could not be on this site for as long as they operate the site.

The new field meets and exceeds all of the criteria for a new field estbhy the committee. It will allow the club
to construct a north-south runway, an east-west runway and one that runs northweassdutbeunways can all be
200 feet wide and over 600 feet along with ample area left for parking or otivé@resctThe over-fly area is open and
free of any obstacles and is presently a hay field. This location should be atdertoreodate all types of RC flying
activities for many years. If developed properly, the site could be the éallyRE flying clubs in Canada.
Development could include paved runways, a club house with equipment storage, and eaeagsingth trees. All it
would take is money and a commitment by the club to go this route.

It is located in the center of a ¥4 section of property that is an active giaepkrated by Lafarge. The actual 13 acre
site, which will be used by the club, has been reclaimed as farm land.riequille some minor grading before
seeding. Adjacent to the site, are two large ponds which can be used to irrigéateitmecgiired. The development
costs, if the runways are grassed, are not expected to be onerous. Lafargettaskysoffered to help as much as
they are able and have to this point marked the field boundaries and rough grade #heatd. They had planned
to grade the runways and gravel the roadway, but the snow arrived before this caeddrbplished.

When will the site be available? Considering that it usually takes aoyeatablish a grass area, likely not until 2008.
This might be just about the right timing with the potential loss of the Clovert®ar si

Tech Talk - Winterize Your Batteries

Whether going into storage or coming out of a hot summer with little actiaty, packs need some attention. For us
that are lucky to have a nice cool building season it's time to put your trangmdteeceiver packs into hibernation.
Remove them from the model and the transmitter and place them in a cool plackekideigerator. If your packs

are left in the aircraft or transmitter and they develop a short, it can ldaliarthe transmitter as electrolyte creeps
along the wire to the pc board. Receiver wiring can also get the "black sa@sdl'(see below) turning the switch and
leads into high resistance paths which can ruin your whole day.

The state of the charge doesn't matter when you put them away as you ate tgegcare of that next spring.
However, this is a good time to cycle the packs and note the capacity so you carecbmpapacity next spring to
assure that all is well.

Black wire syndrome:

Black wire syndrome is an occurrence in battery packs (Ni-Cds or NiMHevihemegative wire becomes corroded
(turns from shiny copper to blue black). This is a result of either a shorted ¢@lpadk, the normal wear-out failure
mode of Ni-Cd / NiMH, or cell reversal when a pack is left under load for anaedeperiod.

The sealing mechanism of a cell depends to some degree on maintaining al par@ssahe seal interface. Once
this potential goes to zero, the cell undergoes what is known as creep leakage.

"With other cells in the pack, at some potential above zero the leakage (glerisoldriven' along the negative lead.
It can travel for some distance, making the wire impossible to solder and atnthérsa greatly reducing it's ability
to carry current and, even worse, making the wire somewhat brittle.

"A switch left on in an airplane or transmitter for several months can dassgdepage to go all the way to the
switch itself, destroying the battery lead as well as the switch haifites® is no cure. The effected lead, connector,
and switch harness must be replaced.

"This leakage creep takes time, so periodic inspection of the packs, making stireréhate no shorted cells,
ensures against the problem. The cells should also be inspected for any evidente mdwder (electrolyte mixed
with carbon dioxide in the air to form potassium carbonate). In humid conditions thisveerbiack to mobile
electrolyte, free to creep along the negative lead.

"Some 'salting," as this white powder is referred to, does not necesseaitythat the cell has leaked. There may
have been some slight amount of residual electrolyte left on the cell duringtidacturing process. This can be
removed with simple household vinegar and then washed with water, after whichetibylapplying a little warmth
from your heat gun."”

It is also important to note that the electrolyte in Lithium batteries daessem to be corrosive to copper.
